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Introduction

This e-book provides a loosely structured guide for an eight (8) section overview of the Bible for 
personal study, home groups or Sunday school sessions.  The sessions could be 45 minutes to 
one hour each.  When teaching this material over the years the classes were often extended to 
more sessions with greater depth, based on the interests of the class and the amount of material 
covered.  This material has also been condensed greatly and presented in two one hour sessions 
at a Bible retreat.

There is far more content in this e-book than can be presented in each session, so if used for a 
study group you will have to identify what will be covered, and the rest left to read and examine 
later, or more sessions added.  Carefully selected passages were chosen to show not only the 
nature of the book, but also the relevant content to our faith in Christ and God's overarching plan 
of redemption for mankind.

Practical verses were chosen that would make excellent memory versions for personal growth 
and faith.  When memorizing a passage it is best to cite the reference, then the passage and 
then the reference again, getting into this habit will allow you to recall key verses and provide 
the reference for others to follow, and to see even more of God's Word in context.  Many of these 
passages have been memory verses of the author over some 45 years.

There are links throughout this book to http://BibleTech.net providing a variety of formats for 
study, reading through in a year, and in various orders based on chronology or the Hebrew order 
of the Old Testament.  The links used in this book point to http://bibletech.net/STUDY/,  which 
offers one chapter per page with the NASB at the top, and then below in three columns the KJV, 
NASB, and Greek text from either the LXX or the Koine Greek.

The Greek from the LXX may not be lined up correctly or accurate in all of the OT books on 
BibleTech.net.  The copy of the LXX used had additional rabbinical notes and included the 
apocryphal books.  Apologies in advance if errors are noted with the LXX Greek.  The LXX 
used in the plain text files was a different copy.  In addition to those formats there are also 
French and German versions and plain text files that can be downloaded at:  http://bibletech.net/
TEXT-EN-DE-FR-GR/.  Also on that page is a parallel KJV, German, French and Greek 
version of the New Testament at:  http://bibletech.net/TEXT-EN-DE-FR-GR/KJV-DHS-LSG-
GK-NT.html and the Old Testament at: http://bibletech.net/TEXT-EN-DE-FR-GR/KJV-DHS-
LSG-GK-OT.html. The LXX in that parallel version was from a different source and should be 
correct if an accurate version of the LXX is desired for study.  A parallel KJV and German 
version is available at:  http://bibletech.net/KD/.  The German version is Luther's 1545, Die 
Heilige Schrift.  The French version is the Louis Segond.

The general content and flow of the Bible and major events are identified showing dates, names, 
places and promises.  The material notes the failures of men and points to the promises, coming 
and works of Jesus Christ.  Dates are provided to show that these events and people actually 
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existed in history and to show the progression of God's revelation of His redemptive plan for 
mankind through Jesus Christ.

This is not a book about defending the Bible or answering critics, it is simply about the Bible and 
what is presented in it.  Passages cited are generally from the New American Standard Bible 
(this link for information and copyright notices), considered by many to be the best, most 
readable, accurate, word-for-word, literal, English translation available.

The Bible emphasizes that we are reconciled and justified by faith, not by any of our works 
or good deeds:  Romans 3:28 For we maintain that a man is justified by faith apart from works of 
the Law.;  Romans 5:1 Therefore, having been justified by faith, we have peace with God 
through our Lord Jesus Christ,;  Galatians 2:16 nevertheless knowing that a man is not justified 
by the works of the Law but through faith in Christ Jesus, even we have believed in Christ Jesus, 
so that we may be justified by faith in Christ and not by the works of the Law; since by the 
works of the Law no flesh will be justified.;  Galatians 3:24 Therefore the Law has become our 
tutor to lead us to Christ, so that we may be justified by faith.

The Bible needs to be read individually and all the way through at least once.  Links to verses 
and a schedule to read through in one year are included in this book or on BibleTech.net. 
Understanding God’s Word starts with reading it, not by hearing about it from others.  The 
passages provided in this book should whet your appetite for more of God's Word.

The 66 books of the Bible have withstood the test and challenges of time, history and people who 
despise the Bible.  By having an idea of what each of the 66 books contains one can understand 
better the overall revelation of God through the Bible, and the hope we have in Jesus Christ.  The 
books of the Bible can be organized in six to eight sections. Jesus identified three major sections 
in the Old Testament:  the Law, the Prophets and the Psalms.  The New Testament could be 
grouped into the Gospels, the Letters and the Revelation.

In this book eight sections were created by separating the Prophets into History and Prophets, 
and the Letters into the writings of Paul and other Letters.

We can trust Jesus because we can trust the Bible.

Jesus explained to His disciples after His resurrection the importance of the entire Bible.
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Details are important as they validate the truth and promises of God's Word.  Even the most 
seemingly boring and dry parts often hold details that glorify Jesus and explain much.

We live by faith, but it is not a blind faith, as we have much evidence to consider.
The internal accuracy of God's Word is easily verified by simply reading the entire Bible.

Luke 24:44 Now He said to them, “These are My words which I spoke to you 
while I was still with you,

that all things which are written about Me in
the Law of Moses and the Prophets and the Psalms

must be fulfilled.”

Luke 24:45 Then He opened their minds to understand the Scriptures,
46 and He said to them, “Thus it is written, that the Christ would suffer and rise 

again from the dead the third day,
47 and that repentance for forgiveness of sins would be proclaimed in His name to 

all the nations, beginning from Jerusalem.

Luke 24, Jesus declared to the disciples that the entire Old Testament told of Him. Every detail 
of the Old Testament is important and shows that Jesus is who He claims to be, the Son of God, 
the Creator and Savior of the world.

If Jesus had failed to uphold or follow any of the Old Testament, then He would have sinned, and 
could not have died for our sins.  Scripture does not hide the sins of those recorded; they are 
there for all to see.  We must remember that just because some did something in the Bible does 
not mean that it was right, however that should be apparent for two reasons:  1) by having read 
what God said earlier in the Bible we should see the error or sin, and 2) the person's life has 
become complicated because of the matter.  So, we see the failings of every man, but none are 
recorded about Jesus for a good reason, there were none.  Jesus, the second Adam, lived a 
perfect life in order to be the spotless Lamb of God to take away the sins of the world.  Jesus 
fulfilled the Law of Moses and paid the price for all sin.

When the names of men are recorded they are listed for historical reasons, and either as 
honorable mentions, often because of their faith in the Lord, or dishonorable, pointing out their 
sinful failures.  All mankind has failed and sinned, only Jesus never sinned, and Jesus fulfilled 
both the Mosaic Law and prophecy concerning the Promised Seed, the Messiah.

Because of the differences in languages and ancient names, the names of places and people may 
differ in the Bible than in secular history.  Archeology often makes the correlation and always 
validates the Bible.  The Bible has recorded names and places that were not discovered until 
recent times. (e.g. Ebla) Various findings in archeology and literature shed more light on the 
validity of God’s Word and further strengthen our faith in it.  Archeology has never shown the 
Bible to be in error in any way.

Careful study of the details will reveal that Jesus never failed us and fulfilled the details of the 
Law in order that He might be the perfect Lamb of God to take away the sins of the world.

This image shows the difference between the Christian Old Testament and the Hebrew Bible.

The Hebrew Bible is ordered by the Jewish perception of importance.  The order of the 
Historical (Prophetic) Books, Samuel, Kings and then Isaiah and the Major Prophets, provides a 
clear chronological flow, but not completely in order.  They also seem to de-emphasize Ruth 
(The story of the Kinsmen Redeemer in the lineage of David) and the book of Daniel, one of the 
most important prophetic books in the Bible next to the Revelation.  Reading through using the 
Hebrew order shows the history of Israel more clearly and is worth the time.  In the Christian 
Bible the historical books are separated from the prophets with the works of wisdom in between.

In Hebrew, the five books of the Torah are identified by the incipits (first words) in each book; 
and the common English names for the books are derived from the Greek Septuagint (LXX - 
Latin number for the seventy scholars) and reflect the theme of each book, as listed in the wiki 
on the Torah:

Bəreshit (ברּאֵשיׁת, literally "In the beginning") - Genesis, from Γένεσις (Génesis, "Creation")
Shəmot (שמּות, literally "Names") - Exodus, from i ξοδος (Éxodos, "Exit")
Vayikra (ָויַקׁרּא, literally "And He called") - Leviticus, from Λευιτικόν (Leuitikón, "Relating to 
the Levites")
Bəmidbar (ַבמּדׁבּר, literally "In the desert [of]") - Numbers, from i ριθμοί (Arithmoí, "Numbers")
Dəvarim (דבּרָיׁם, literally "Things" or "Words") - Deuteronomy, from Δευτερονόμιον 
(Deuteronómion, "Second-Law")

The first section of the Bible (LAW) is known at the Torah, or the Books of Moses.  It contains 
the Law and the promises of God to Abraham, Isaac and Jacob.  The verse chosen for this section 
is Exodus 3:14 ( http://bibletech.net/STUDY/0053_02_Exodus_03_nas.html )as it has a twofold 
importance.  One being that it describes the God of the Bible as everlasting, He exists, and He is 
the Great I AM.  The second reason this verse was chosen as it is mirrored in the Gospel of John 
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when Jesus declares Himself to be the Great I AM in John 8:58. 
http://bibletech.net/STUDY/1005_43_John_08_nas.html  There are many that believe that when 
Moses was called up to the mountain that he actually communicated with Jesus.  This is 
supported by the transfiguration recorded in Matthew 17:1-9.

The book of Genesis gets most of the attention in this section, along with some of Exodus and 
the plagues of Egypt, and the appointed times in Leviticus as they relate to the Passion Week and 
have prophetic importance.  Knowing the general nature of the Torah is important as part of this 
overview.

One must keep in mind that the first mention or incident found in the Bible is very important, 
many of those are in Genesis.  The Bible does not often repeat itself and records without 
correction or comment the narrative and actions of those later, even if they were wrong.  It is the 
reader of the Bible that must be aware of what God said and understand that the many of 
the things done even by men of faith were wrong.

An example of this is that God intended there to be one man and one woman in a marriage as 
described clearly in Genesis 2:24.  Yet multiple wives and concubines are recorded, and, if the 
reader takes note, there are always problems and troubles associated with that act of 
disobedience or lack of faith.  It was the wives of Solomon that led to the downfall of the wisest 
man to ever live.

Details of the New Testament need to be understood in the context of the first occurrence in 
the Old Testament.  In particular, the order of the day as defined in Genesis 1:5 is important to 
understand the time line of the Passion Week in the Gospels.  The Passover is to take place at 
twilight, to the Western mind that is in the evening of THAT day.

The problem for Western minds is EVENING is the beginning of the NEXT Jewish day 
according to Genesis 1:5.  So on Nisan 14 the Passover meal would be taken during the 
"Western" WEDNESDAY evening, but it would be Thursday evening according to the Torah 
and Jewish reckoning (EVENING and MORNING is one day -Genesis 1:5).  This is a hard 
concept for us Gentiles and Westerners to grasp and combined with the complex details of the 
appointed times of Leviticus 23 we have much confusion as to when Jesus was crucified, 
resulting in the traditions of men based on a cursory understanding by Gentiles of when the 
Sabbath was.

When we consider the prophecy of Jesus about His time in the grave, "three days and three 
nights in the heart of the earth" as found in Matthew 12:40, and believe it to be not only correct, 
but to GIVE US A CLUE in that the order of the "normal" day is reversed, Jesus said 3 DAYS 
and 3 NIGHTS...  normal order is night and day.

The Passover meal was on our Wednesday evening, the beginning of Thursday for the Jew.  That 
means that Jesus had to be in the tomb by sundown on Thursday, which means Jesus was 
crucified and buried on THURSDAY... before the Feast of Unleavened Bread (a day of 
convocation - a High Holy Sabbath day) that began on Friday (the West's Thursday evening).

The Feast of Unleavened Bread was on the 15th of Nisan - a Friday that year (considered a 
High Sabbath - which is why those who were crucified needed to be off the crosses by 
Sundown on Thursday the 14th!); Saturday was the16th, was the Sabbath according to the 
Commandment; Sunday was the 17th of Nisan, the Feast of First Fruits - and the Resurrection, 
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which took place before sunrise, or at NIGHT... fulfilling literally the prophecy of Jesus as found 
in Matthew 12:40!

There are illustrations that attempt to clarify these details in Chapter 5, the point being that 
details from the Old Testament are critical to the accuracy of the New Testament.  If Jesus had 
not spent three DAYS and three NIGHTS in the Grave as He foretold, than He would have 
been a false prophet.  One does not have to twist the meaning of days or attempt to explain the 
reckoning of time to make the scenario fit perfectly with Leviticus 23 and Matthew 12:40, 
unless of course you are trying to make the traditions of men work.

Leave the traditions, commentaries and books about the Bible to the side until you've read the 
Bible through at least once, and work through Leviticus 23 carefully.  The details of the Bible do 
NOT support a Friday crucifixion, but the details of the Bible mesh with the requirements of the 
appointed times and the words of Jesus.

This diagram shows the overlap of those listed in Genesis.  It is interesting to note that there 
is only about 60 years separating Noah from Abraham.  There are rabbinical writings that 
claim that there was a 60 year overlap of Noah and Abraham, which would be even more 
intriguing.  The specific dates are uncertain because of calendar variations.  It is generally agreed 
that Abraham lived from 2165 BC - 1990 BC (Genesis 11:26; 25:8).  The charts are based on 
that information.
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Using 2165 BC, Abraham's accepted birth year, and the detailed Biblical genealogies, the other 
dates are easily calculated.  Of significance is the date of the Noahic flood in 2455 BC.  The 
date of the flood varies a little, from 2349 BC according to Ussher, whose work was one of the 
earliest, to 2455 BC.  Noah's birth is based on 600 years before 2455 BC as based on Genesis 
7:6 - “Now Noah was six hundred years old when the flood of water came upon the earth.”. 
3055 BC was also reached by counting the years of each patriarch back from Abraham at 2165 
BC.

The world radically changed around 4,477 years ago (from 2021) by a global disaster, the 
worldwide flood recorded in Genesis 8 & 9. It is interesting that most civilizations have a flood 
story.  It's interesting that only the Biblical record makes logical sense in every detail.  Add to 
that the planet's many features that clearly display the results of the Noahic flood, and the 
gradual warming of the planet.
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Jesus created the world when He spoke it into being around 6,133 years ago (2021). (John 1:1-
3,10 ; Colossians 1:16 )  Man's world view assumes billions of years with a model that denies the 
Biblical record, but their view is based completely on faith.

The Biblical view is by faith in the Bible; Man's view by his own understanding.  Both views 
are by faith.  Neither view can be tested or repeated, they are models of how all this came to be. 
Details matter; and the Bible has those details.

CREATION:  seven days as defined by periods of light and dark, “yom” = ONE literal day
God says in many places that He created the heavens and the earth and all in it, in six literal days.

DAY 1 - Genesis 1:3-5 - light=day / dark=night
*IMPORTANT DETAIL: Gen 1:5 "And there was evening and there was morning, one day."
DAY 2 - Genesis 1:6-8 - “God made the expanse, and separated the waters which were below the 
expanse from the waters which were above the expanse; and it was so.
Gen 1:8 God called the expanse heaven.”  (heaven, water canopy or dome)
DAY 3 - Genesis 1:9-13 - dry land, seas, grass, herb, fruit trees
DAY 4 - Genesis 1:14-19 - sun, stars (for signs and seasons)
DAY 5 - Genesis 1:20-23 - water creatures, birds
DAY 6 - Genesis 1:24-28 - cattle and creeping things

(Genesis 1:26 ...Let Us make man in Our image, according to Our likeness; and let them rule 
over the fish of the sea and over the birds of the sky and over the cattle and over all the earth, and 
over every creeping thing that creeps on the earth." 27 ... male and female He created them." 
v28 "God said to them, "Be fruitful and multiply, and fill the earth, and subdue it; and rule over 
... every living thing that moves on the earth."

2 Also the 
fountains of the deep and the floodgates of the sky were closed, and the rain from the sky 
was restrained;  3 and the water receded steadily from the earth, and at the end of one hundred 
and fifty days the water decreased.

Noah and passengers were on the ark for 371 days.

Exodus is relevant to the study of end time prophecy.  It records the failure of Israel to uphold 
conditional covenants with God, while showing the faithfulness of God and His 
UNCONDITIONAL COVENANTS with Israel as promised to Abraham, Isaac and Jacob.  The 
faithlessness of Israel provided the blessings of Abraham (Genesis 12:3) to all nations!

The first occurrences found in Exodus are relevant to an understanding of the work of Christ, 
especially the Passover, but also includes the calling of the Church to become a kingdom of 
priests to God as stated in Revelation 1:6 and Revelation 5:10.

The first trump of God is found in Exodus 19:6, and is related to the last trumpet of God, 1 
Corinthians 15:52, at the removal of the church prior to the tribulation. In Exodus 19:6 God 
offers to Israel that they could become a kingdom of priests and a holy nation, but Israel failed to 
uphold the conditions of the offer and the Levitical priesthood was established and of course the 
blessing of Abraham opened to us Gentiles via the church.  The church does not replace Israel, 
as the 12 tribes are to be in the Kingdom, and ISRAEL will be rescued at the end of the 
tribulation.   Israel is in their land now in fulfillment of Ezekiel 36! The church will be priests of 
God and the Bride of Christ in the 1,000 year Kingdom, as described in Revelation 5 and 
Revelation 20.

Details for Study/Discussion:



Isaiah 7:14 “Therefore the Lord Himself will give you a sign: - Behold, the virgin shall conceive 
and bear a Son, and shall call His name Immanuel.”  (read the preceding verses in Isaiah 7) 
foretells the virgin birth of Christ.  Isaiah 14:12 - “How you are fallen from heaven, O Lucifer, 
son of the morning! How you are cut down to the ground, You who weakened the nations!” 
(read the following verses)  Isaiah 53:3, 4 “He is despised and rejected by men, A Man of 
sorrows and acquainted with grief… 4. Surely He has borne our griefs And carried our 
sorrows…”  (read all of Isaiah 52 through 55) depicts the Crucifixion of Jesus Christ, note that 
this chapter is typically not read in Jewish circles.  Compare Isaiah 53 to what is written in 
Zechariah12 and realize that the children of Israel will come to know that Jesus is the Messiah, 
likely in the time of Jacob's distress (Jeremiah 30:7; Daniel 9:24-27).  Isaiah 44:28, 45:1 - Cyrus 
- 200 years before!  The Babylonian exile started in 586 BC, return 538 BC

Isaiah 53:  The suffering Messiah.

Isaiah 53:1  Who has believed our message? And to whom has the arm of the Lord been 
revealed?
Isaiah 53:2  For He grew up before Him like a tender shoot, And like a root out of parched 
ground; He has no stately form or majesty That we should look upon Him, Nor appearance that 
we should be attracted to Him.
Isaiah 53:3  He was despised and forsaken of men, A man of sorrows and acquainted with grief; 
And like one from whom men hide their face He was despised, and we did not esteem Him.
Isaiah 53:4  Surely our griefs He Himself bore, And our sorrows He carried; Yet we ourselves 
esteemed Him stricken, Smitten of God, and afflicted.
Isaiah 53:5  But He was pierced through for our transgressions, He was crushed for our 
iniquities; The chastening for our well-being fell upon Him, And by His scourging we are 
healed.
Isaiah 53:6  All of us like sheep have gone astray, Each of us has turned to his own way; But the 
Lord has caused the iniquity of us all To fall on Him.
Isaiah 53:7  He was oppressed and He was afflicted, Yet He did not open His mouth; Like a 
lamb that is led to slaughter, And like a sheep that is silent before its shearers, So He did not 
open His mouth.
Isaiah 53:8  By oppression and judgment He was taken away; And as for His generation, who 
considered That He was cut off out of the land of the living For the transgression of my people, 
to whom the stroke was due?
Isaiah 53:9  His grave was assigned with wicked men, Yet He was with a rich man in His death, 
Because He had done no violence, Nor was there any deceit in His mouth.
Isaiah 53:10  But the Lord was pleased To crush Him, putting Him to grief; If He would render 
Himself as a guilt offering, He will see His offspring, He will prolong His days, And the good 
pleasure of the Lord will prosper in His hand.
Isaiah 53:11  As a result of the anguish of His soul, He will see it and be satisfied; By His 
knowledge the Righteous One, My Servant, will justify the many, As He will bear their 
iniquities.
Isaiah 53:12  Therefore, I will allot Him a portion with the great, And He will divide the booty 
with the strong; Because He poured out Himself to death, And was numbered with the 
transgressors; Yet He Himself bore the sin of many, And interceded for the transgressors.
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Book name:     Jeremiah (OT-24)
Author and date:  Jeremiah, 627 - 585 BC
Key topics:  In Jeremiah 29:10 - he foretold 70 years of captivity in Babylon, based on 
Leviticus 26 and 23.  The curse against Jehoiakim explains the genealogy difference of Luke 
versus Matthew, where the SEED of the WOMAN (Genesis 3:15), Mary's lineage, provides the 
legitimate connection to the throne of David by his son Nathan!  While the royalty line still 
comes through the adapted earthly father, Joseph in Matthew!  God's Word is amazing in its 
accurate details, details that often puzzle, confuse and befuddle those who do not carefully search 
all of Scripture, or worse, rely on the traditions of men.  Search the WORD, look for key words 
or related events or topics and see if they are related.  Personal study of even the seemingly 
irrelevant or boring books often sheds light on a matter through the Holy Spirit who guides us in 
understanding God's Word as Jesus promised in John 14:26 But the Helper, the Holy Spirit, 
whom the Father will send in My name, He will teach you all things, and bring to your 
remembrance all that I said to you.
Chapters, Verses and words: 52 chapters; 1364 verses; 42,659 words
Details for Study/Discussion:

Known as the weeping prophet. There are still prophecies of Jeremiah unfilled concerning Israel, 
notably Jeremiah 49, concerning both Damascus, and Elam which is Western Iran.  The 
7x7x7x7 warning in Leviticus 26 also may point to the restoration of Israel in 1948 AD in the 
same way it revealed to Jeremiah the time of Israel's Babylonian captivity, as Israel never 
regained complete control of their country. Besides the Persians, they had the Greeks and then 
the Romans over them until the Diaspora around 70 AD.  Jeremiah knew it would be 70 years in 
Babylon because it had been 490 years that Israel had failed to give the land its rest.  Leviticus 
26:33-35 You, however, I will scatter among the nations and will draw out a sword after you, as 
your land becomes desolate and your cities become waste. 34 'Then the land will enjoy its 
sabbaths all the days of the desolation, while you are in your enemies' land; then the land will 
rest and enjoy its sabbaths. 35 All the days of its desolation it will observe the rest which it did 
not observe on your sabbaths, while you were living on it.

Jeremiah 30:7 'Alas! for that day is great, There is none like it; And it is the time of Jacob's 
distress, But he will be saved from it.

The curse against Jehoiakim for refusing to listen to the Word of the Lord through Jeremiah, that 
none of his descendents would sit on the throne of David.  Jehoikim is listed in the genealogy of 
Joseph, transferring the rights to Kingship to Jesus as an adopted father, but the SEED of the 
WOMAN is also in the line of David through Nathan, a son of David born in Jerusalem.  So the 
genealogy of Joseph includes Jehoikim, but the genealogy of Jesus through Mary shows the right 
to sit on David's throne through the Seed of the Woman as foretold from Genesis 3:15.

Jeremiah 36:27-37:2  Then the word of the Lord came to Jeremiah after the king had burned the 
scroll and the words which Baruch had written at the dictation of Jeremiah, saying, 28 "Take 
again another scroll and write on it all the former words that were on the first scroll which 
Jehoiakim the king of Judah burned. 29  And concerning Jehoiakim king of Judah you shall say, 
'Thus says the Lord, "You have burned this scroll, saying, 'Why have you written on it that the 
king of Babylon will certainly come and destroy this land, and will make man and beast to cease 
from it?'" 30  Therefore thus says the Lord concerning Jehoiakim king of Judah, "He shall have 
no one to sit on the throne of David, and his dead body shall be cast out to the heat of the day and 



the frost of the night. 31  I will also punish him and his descendants and his servants for their 
iniquity, and I will bring on them and the inhabitants of Jerusalem and the men of Judah all the 
calamity that I have declared to them - but they did not listen."'" 32  Then Jeremiah took another 
scroll and gave it to Baruch the son of Neriah, the scribe, and he wrote on it at the dictation of 
Jeremiah all the words of the book which Jehoiakim king of Judah had burned in the fire; and 
many similar words were added to them. Jeremiah 37:1  Now Zedekiah the son of Josiah whom 
Nebuchadnezzar king of Babylon had made king in the land of Judah, reigned as king in place of 
Coniah the son of Jehoiakim. 2  But neither he nor his servants nor the people of the land listened 
to the words of the Lord which He spoke through Jeremiah the prophet.

Jeremiah 49:1  Concerning the sons of Ammon  Jeremiah 49:17 "Edom will become an object 
of horror;  Jeremiah 49:23  Concerning Damascus.  Jeremiah 49:34  That which came as the 
word of the Lord to Jeremiah the prophet concerning Elam,

NOTE: Elam is western Iran.  Ammon, Edom and Moab are part of modern day Jordan.
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Book name:  Lamentations (OT-25)
Author and date:  Jeremiah, 586 - 585 BC
Key topics: mourning for Jerusalem.
Chapters, Verses and words: 5 chapters; 154 verses; 3,415 words
Details for Study/Discussion:

Lamentations 1:1 How lonely sits the city That was full of people! She has become like a 
widow Who was once great among the nations! She who was a princess among the provinces 
Has become a forced laborer! 2  She weeps bitterly in the night And her tears are on her cheeks; 
She has none to comfort her Among all her lovers. All her friends have dealt treacherously with 
her; They have become her enemies. 3  Judah has gone into exile under affliction And under 
harsh servitude; She dwells among the nations, But she has found no rest; All her pursuers have 
overtaken her In the midst of distress. 4  The roads of Zion are in mourning Because no one 
comes to the appointed feasts. All her gates are desolate; Her priests are groaning, Her virgins 
are afflicted, And she herself is bitter. 5  Her adversaries have become her masters, Her enemies 
prosper; For the Lord has caused her grief Because of the multitude of her transgressions; Her 
little ones have gone away As captives before the adversary.
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Book name:  Ezekiel (OT-26)
Author and date:  Ezekiel, 592 - 570 BC
Key topics: The watchman on the wall - Ezekiel 33, the prophecy of Israel returning to the 
land, enduring the tribulation and entering the 1,000 millennial kingdom with Jesus Christ - see 
Ezekiel 36 ff.
Chapters, Verses and words: 48 chapters; 1,273 verses; 39.407 words
Details for Study/Discussion:
Ezekiel foretells Israel in the land after many years. Ezekiel 1:1  (597 BC) Now it came about in 
the thirtieth year, on the fifth day of the fourth month, while I was by the river Chebar among the 
exiles, the heavens were opened and I saw visions of God. Ezekiel 1:2  (On the fifth of the 



month in the fifth year of King Jehoiachin's exile, Ezekiel 1:3  the word of the LORD came 
expressly to Ezekiel the priest, son of Buzi, in the land of the Chaldeans by the river Chebar; and 
there the hand of the LORD came upon him.)  From chapter 36 on Ezekiel foretells the 
regathering of Israel into the land and then the Spirit of God being poured into them... attacks 
from the North recorded in Ezekiel 38 and 39 - which is likely the beginning of the Tribulation, 
the time of Jacob's Distress (Jeremiah 30:7) and will lead to the last 7 year period mentioned in 
Daniel's 70 week prophecy, when Jesus returns and establishes a 1,000 year Kingdom with Israel 
on the planet before there is a new heaven and a new earth.

Ezekiel 33:7-9  "Now as for you, son of man, I have appointed you a watchman for the house of 
Israel; so you will hear a message from My mouth and give them warning from Me. 8  When I 
say to the wicked, 'O wicked man, you will surely die,' and you do not speak to warn the wicked 
from his way, that wicked man shall die in his iniquity, but his blood I will require from your 
hand.  9  But if you on your part warn a wicked man to turn from his way and he does not turn 
from his way, he will die in his iniquity, but you have delivered your life.

Ezekiel 36:6-12, 22-24  Therefore prophesy concerning the land of Israel and say to the 
mountains and to the hills, to the ravines and to the valleys," Thus says the Lord God, 'Behold, I 
have spoken in My jealousy and in My wrath because you have endured the insults of the 
nations.' 7  Therefore thus says the Lord God, 'I have sworn that surely the nations which are 
around you will themselves endure their insults.  8  But you, O mountains of Israel, you will put 
forth your branches and bear your fruit for My people Israel; for they will soon come.  9  For, 
behold, I am for you, and I will turn to you, and you will be cultivated and sown.  10  I will 
multiply men on you, all the house of Israel, all of it; and the cities will be inhabited and the 
waste places will be rebuilt.  11  I will multiply on you man and beast; and they will increase 
and be fruitful; and I will cause you to be inhabited as you were formerly and will treat you 
better than at the first. Thus you will know that I am the Lord.  12  Yes, I will cause men--My 
people Israel--to walk on you and possess you, so that you will become their inheritance and 
never again bereave them of children.'  22 "Therefore say to the house of Israel, 'Thus says the 
Lord God, "It is not for your sake, O house of Israel, that I am about to act, but for My holy 
name, which you have profaned among the nations where you went.  23  I will vindicate the 
holiness of My great name which has been profaned among the nations, which you have 
profaned in their midst. Then the nations will know that I am the Lord," declares the Lord 
God, "when I prove Myself holy among you in their sight.  24  For I will take you from the 
nations, gather you from all the lands and bring you into your own land.

Ezekiel 38:1-8  And the word of the Lord came to me saying,  2 "Son of man, set your face 
toward Gog of the land of Magog, the prince of Rosh, Meshech and Tubal, and prophesy against 
him  3 and say, 'Thus says the Lord God, "Behold, I am against you, O Gog, prince of Rosh, 
Meshech and Tubal.  4  I will turn you about and put hooks into your jaws, and I will bring you 
out, and all your army, horses and horsemen, all of them splendidly attired, a great company with 
buckler and shield, all of them wielding swords;  5  Persia, Ethiopia and Put with them, all of 
them with shield and helmet;  6  Gomer with all its troops; Beth-togarmah from the remote parts 
of the north with all its troops--many peoples with you.  7 "Be prepared, and prepare yourself, 
you and all your companies that are assembled about you, and be a guard for them.  8  After 
many days you will be summoned; in the latter years you will come into the land that is 
restored from the sword, whose inhabitants have been gathered from many nations to the 



mountains of Israel which had been a continual waste; but its people were brought out 
from the nations, and they are living securely, all of them.

Book name:  Daniel (OT-27)
Author and date:  Daniel, 537 BC
Key topics: Daniel's integration into the Babylonian court and God allowing him to explain 
Nebuchadnezzar's dream of the statue depicting the great kingdoms of the world in Daniel 2. 
Daniel records the rescue of Daniel's 3 friends from the fiery furnace. Daniel chapter 9 through 
12 provides an overview of prophecy that was fulfilled very accurately, describing not only the 
rise of the Medio-Persian empire, but also the Greeks, and then the Romans.  Daniel's prophecy 
of the 70 weeks in 9:24-27 was mostly fulfilled as Jesus entered Jerusalem on Palm Sunday, 
leaving one more period of 7 years that is described in the Revelation.   Jesus validated Daniel as 
a prophet and confirmed that the abomination of desolation was yet future.
Chapters, Verses and words: 12 chapters; 357 verses; 11,606 words
Details for Study/Discussion:

NOTE: Daniel 2:4b to Daniel 7:28 it is written in Aramaic, the language of the Babylonians.

The book of Daniel is an amazing prophetic book that gives an overview of the all of the great 
kingdoms of mankind:  Babylon, Medo-Persia, Greece and Rome...  with an latter day return 
of the Roman empire led by an anti-christ, which will be destroyed, along with all the others, by 
Jesus:  Daniel 2:45 - Inasmuch as you saw that a stone was cut out of the mountain without 
hands and that it crushed the iron, the bronze, the clay, the silver and the gold...   and the future 
of the Jews... the prophet reveals the times and the epochs... What's both interesting and unusual 
is that from Daniel 2:4b to Daniel 7:28 it is written in Aramaic, the language of the Babylonians, 
indicating that this prophecy was meant for Gentiles as well as Jews, and could be part of the 
reason why the wise men showed up for the birth of Jesus.  The precision of Daniel's prophecy 
concerning the time between the Babylonian exile and the appearance of the Messiah is often 
challenged by critics, along with the names of some of the leaders, but archeology and literature 
have both validated the dating and accuracy of the book of Daniel.  Those that dismiss the 
prophecies of Daniel will never understand the timing of the appearance of the Messiah as 
foretold in Daniel 9, nor will they understand the Revelation, an expansion of the last period of 
sevens described in Daniel 9:24-27.  Even the Hebrew Bible (the Mikrah) places the book of 
Daniel as the 35th book, a much lower level of importance compared to most of the other 
prophets, versus 27th book in the Christian Old Testament.

Daniel 2:19-22 Then the mystery was revealed to Daniel in a night vision. Then Daniel blessed 
the God of heaven; 20 Daniel said, "Let the name of God be blessed forever and ever, For 
wisdom and power belong to Him. 21 "It is He who changes the times and the epochs; He 
removes kings and establishes kings; He gives wisdom to wise men And knowledge to men 
of understanding. 22 "It is He who reveals the profound and hidden things; He knows what is in 
the darkness, And the light dwells with Him.

Daniel 9:24-27  Seventy weeks are determined upon thy people and upon thy holy city, to finish 
the transgression, and to make an end of sins, and to make reconciliation for iniquity, and to 
bring in everlasting righteousness, and to seal up the vision and prophecy, and to anoint the most 
Holy.  25  Know therefore and understand, that from the going forth of the commandment to 
restore and to build Jerusalem unto the Messiah the Prince shall be seven weeks, and 
threescore and two weeks: the street shall be built again, and the wall, even in troublous times. 
26 And after threescore and two weeks shall Messiah be cut off, but not for himself: and the 
people of the prince that shall come shall destroy the city and the sanctuary; and the end thereof 
shall be with a flood, and unto the end of the war desolations are determined.  27  And he shall 
confirm the covenant with many for one week: and in the midst of the week he shall cause 
the sacrifice and the oblation to cease, and for the overspreading of abominations he shall 
make it desolate, even until the consummation, and that determined shall be poured upon the 
desolate.

NOTE: Darius the Mede was most likely “Gubaru - the governor of Babylon and the region 
beyond the river”.  (See Nabonidus Chronicle, 539 BC.)  Appointed by Cyrus, king of Babylon. 
Daniel 6 - see “Darius the Mede”, John C. Whitcomb, Jr. Th.D. 1979 pg 24. (Professor of Old 
Testament, Grace Theological Seminary, Winona Lake, IN)

The Prophecy of the 70 Weeks      (the calculations)
Daniel 9 is intended to predict the day on which Jesus would be officially presented as Israel’s 
Messiah (“until Messiah the Prince,” Daniel 9:25), aka, Palm Sunday, the triumphal entry into 
Jerusalem on the donkey.  Based on the details in the Gospels, this would have been the 10th of 
Nisan in whatever year it might have been.

Two reasons why it had to be Nisan 10, one, that was that the day the Torah specified to select 
the Passover Lamb, and two, the Gospels clearly present the events of what we refer to as Palm 
Sunday as Sunday, and that the Passover as being on the Wednesday afternoon, or the beginning 
of Thursday evening according to the Jewish day (Genesis 1:5).  That would be the 14th of Nisan 
as clearly defined in Leviticus 23, with the Feast of Unleavened Bread on the 15th of Nisan, a 
Friday, and a Sabbath.  As was Saturday the 16th of Nisan, which was the Sabbath according to 
the commandment.

Calculating the year based on an inaccurate Gregorian calendar has frustrated these details and 
led some to adhere to tradition rather than reconcile with the Torah and the Gospels.  Very likely 
it was 32 AD, but we can not be certain.  We can accept that the predictions of prophecy were 
fulfilled for the coming of the Messiah, and also for other events such as the various captivities 
and events related to Leviticus 26.

The calculation:  Formula Factors:  length of the year used in prophetic calculations =  360-
day years 30 day months were used to record the length of the Flood (Gen. 7:11; 7:24; 8:3-4). 
30 day months are used for the 70th Week of Daniel (Daniel 9:27= time, times, 1/2 time, or 3 
1/2 years according to Daniel. 7:25 & 12:7 & Rev. 12:14, which in turn = 1260 days in Rev. 
12:6. In Rev. 11:3 the 1260 days is shown to be 42 months in verse 2 and in Rev. 13:5)

Therefore, it may be calculated this way:
69 “weeks (sevens)” of years = 69 X 7 = 483 Years.
360 Jewish Prophetic Days ( 30-day, or Lunar, months).
Years as 365 Modern Calendar days are to 483 Years.
Thus, 360 x ? = 173,880 = 476.38 Years

The Roman calendar system (Gregorian) jumps from 1 BC to 1 AD, with no “0” in between. 
The other HUGE problem is the Gregorian calendar was changed making a direct comparison of 
our calendar to the Jewish calendar nearly impossible.

Nisan 10, according to the Gospel record, was on a SUNDAY the year Jesus was crucified. 
That's why it's referred to as Palm Sunday.  Some seem to attempt to reconcile Daniel's prophecy 
not with the Triumphal entry, but making the assumption that Jesus was crucified on Friday, and 
therefore attempt to find the day for the 14th of Nisan on a Friday, rather than the Thursday the 
Torah and the Gospel define (Leviticus 23).  The idea of a Friday crucifixion was based on a 
lack of understanding of the Sabbath days according to the Torah.

The sequence of events from the Torah are:  10th of Nisan - select Lamb for Passover; 14th of 
Nisan - Passover meal;  15th of Nisan - Feast of Unleavened Bread (a SABBATH), and then 
according to Leviticus 23, the Feast of First Fruits, which was on a SUNDAY, Nisan 17 (first 
day of the week according to the Gospel) and following the Sabbath according to the command 
(Leviticus 23).

Because of Genesis 1:5, the Passover meal would have taken place on "our" Wednesday evening 
and the crucifixion and burial on Thursday, as Friday was a High Sabbath for the Feast of 
Unleavened Bread, and Saturday the 16th of Nisan was the regular Sabbath, with Jesus rising 
before dawn on the 17th of Nisan, fulfilling literally Matthew 12:40 - Three days and three 
nights!  Additional information on this time line is provided in this book in the section covering 
the Gospels.

Ezra 1:1-3 Now in the first year of Cyrus king of Persia, in order to fulfill the word of the 
LORD by the mouth of Jeremiah, the LORD stirred up the spirit of Cyrus king of Persia, so that 
he sent a proclamation throughout all his kingdom, and also [put it] in writing, saying,  2 "Thus 
says Cyrus king of Persia, 'The LORD, the God of heaven, has given me all the kingdoms of the 
earth, and He has appointed me to build Him a house in Jerusalem, which is in Judah. 3 
'Whoever there is among you of all His people, may his God be with him! Let him go up to 
Jerusalem which is in Judah, and rebuild the house of the LORD, the God of Israel; He is the 
God who is in Jerusalem. (NASB)

Nehemiah 2:1-8 established the starting date of the calculations. The latest archaeological and 
near east calendar system data sets that date at Nisan 1, or March 5th, 444 B.C. Deducting the

476.38 years from that date, keeping in mind that there is no “0” year, and figuring in a 
365.24219879 Leap-Year number to be precise, you arrive at March 30th, 32 A.D. This would 
bring you to Luke 19:35-44 where in the crucifixion week Jesus fulfills the Zechariah 9:9 
prophecy presenting Himself officially to Israel as their Messiah. He is accepted by the faithful 
as the “King” in Luke 19:38, but rejected by official Israel in verse 39. As a result, in verse 44 
He rebukes them “because you did not recognize THE TIME (69th Week) of your visitation.” 
Jesus then goes on to fulfill the rest of Daniel 9:26, and is “cut off” for our Salvation.
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The Minor Prophets the OT books 28 through 39.

Author and date:  Hosea, 710 BC
Key topics: Pre-exilic prophet to Israel.
Chapters, Verses and words: 14 chapters; 197 verses; 5,175 words



Details for Study/Discussion:   Prophesied during the time of Uzziah, Jotham, Ahaz and 
Hezekiah in Judah and Jeroboam II in Israel.

The gifts presented were for a priest, a 
prophet and a King!
3) The flight to Egypt (Mat 2:13-15) - fulfilled: Hosea 11:1 ...And out of Egypt I called My son.
4) The slaughter of infants by Herod (Mat 2:16) - fulfilled: Jeremiah 31:15 Thus says the Lord, 
"A voice is heard in Ramah, Lamentation and bitter weeping. Rachel is weeping for her children; 
She refuses to be comforted for her children, Because they are no more."
5) The dream of Pilate's wife (Mat 27:19) warning Pilate not to have anything to do with Jesus.
6) The death of Judas (Mat 27:3-10) - fulfilled: Zechariah 11:12-13  I said to them, "If it is 
good in your sight, give me my wages; but if not, never mind!" So they weighed out thirty 
shekels of silver as my wages. 13  Then the Lord said to me, "Throw it to the potter, that 
magnificent price at which I was valued by them." So I took the thirty shekels of silver and threw 
them to the potter in the house of the Lord.

Author and date:  Luke, 60 AD
Key topics:  Luke was a doctor and a companion of Paul (Acts 16:10-17; 20:5-15; 21:1-18, 
27:1-28:16 - believed because of the use of 1st person instead of 3rd person plural).  Dr. Luke 
dedicated both Luke and the book of Acts to Theophilus. His work is systematic and provides 
details that show a thorough research and analysis.  61 events and incidents are unique to the 
book of Luke.  Luke also associates the Gospel narrative to secular history.  Luke carefully noted 
details about the birth of Christ that line up specifically with the Torah and provide insight as to 
the time line of Jesus birth, movement to Jerusalem at the temple for dedication, the family's 
return to Nazareth after the dedication, to the meeting of the magi in Nazareth, the departure to 
Egypt and the return.  What is key to note is that Luke makes it clear that Jesus' family made it 
the Passover EVERY year, that means that the flight to Egypt was less than a year: Luke 2:39-
41  When they had performed everything according to the Law of the Lord, they returned to 
Galilee, to their own city of Nazareth. 40  The Child continued to grow and become strong, 
increasing in wisdom; and the grace of God was upon Him. 41  Now His parents went to 
Jerusalem every year at the Feast of the Passover.  In addition, NOTE that Dr. Luke clearly says 
that everything was done according to the LAW, that would include all the purifications after the 
birth as defined in Leviticus 12:2-4.
Chapters, Verses and words: 24 chapters; 1,151 verses; 25,944words
Details for Study/Discussion:  Luke  - Jesus the Son of Man - of the seed of Woman!

Luke 24:44 Now He said to them, “These are My words which I spoke to you 
while I was still with you,

that all things which are written about Me in
the Law of Moses and the Prophets and the Psalms

must be fulfilled.”
Luke 24:45 Then He opened their minds to understand the Scriptures,

46 and He said to them, “Thus it is written, that the Christ would suffer and rise 
again from the dead the third day,

47 and that repentance for forgiveness of sins would be proclaimed in His name to 
all the nations, beginning from Jerusalem.

THE detailed timeline of the birth of Christ from Luke:
1)  Birth of Christ - circa 5 BC. (likely in the Fall based on the shepherds being in the fields)
2)  Shepherd's visit - before circumcision - they were close to Bethlehem Luke 2:8-18
3)  Circumcision  - 8th day Leviticus 12:2-3  Speak unto the children of Israel, saying, If a 
woman have conceived seed, and born a man child: then she shall be unclean seven days; 
according to the days of the separation for her infirmity shall she be unclean.3 And in the eighth 
day the flesh of his foreskin shall be circumcised.
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4)  Purification time - Leviticus 12:4 And she shall then continue in the blood of her purifying 
three and thirty days; she shall touch no hallowed thing, nor come into the sanctuary, until the 
days of her purifying be fulfilled."  7 days + 33 days = 40 days
5)  Temple Dedication - around the 40th day - in Jerusalem - at the TEMPLE, Luke2:20ff
6)  Left for Nazareth - Luke 2:39  When they had performed everything according to the Law 
of the Lord, they returned to Galilee, to their own city of Nazareth.
7)  In Matthew 2:11-23 we saw that Jesus was a child in a house, and then when they fled to 
Egypt, they returned to Nazareth and must have done so within a year based on Luke 2:41.  This 
was necessary for Jesus to completely fulfill the Law of Moses.  One must combine the details 
across the Gospels to fully understand the precision of God's fulfillment.

The genealogy of Jesus follows his lineage through Mary, take special note of Luke 3:31 "son 
of Nathan", that is also found in Zechariah 12, "the house of Nathan", a son of David born in 
Jerusalem.  As Luke's emphasis is on Jesus, the Son of Man, it makes sense that he would 
follow the line of the SEED of WOMAN - Genesis 3:15, the long anticipated MESSIAH! 
Whereas the lineage of Jesus in Matthew records the royal lineage and rights through Joseph, his 
adopted father.  HOWEVER, because of the failure of Jehoiakim, son of Josiah, King of 
Judah, as recorded in Jeremiah 22:30 God declared that no man of his descendants would sit 
on the throne of David!  And again in Jeremiah 36:30  Therefore thus says the Lord concerning 
Jehoiakim king of Judah, "He shall have no one to sit on the throne of David... Jer 24:1  After 
Nebuchadnezzar king of Babylon had carried away captive Jeconiah the son of Jehoiakim, king 
of Judah,  Jer 28:4  I am also going to bring back to this place Jeconiah the son of Jehoiakim, 
king of Judah, and all the exiles of Judah who went to Babylon.  However, there is no mention 
of a King being placed over Judah after the exile.  Matthew 1:11-12   Josiah became the 
father of Jeconiah and his brothers, at the time of the deportation to Babylon. 12  After the 
deportation to Babylon: Jeconiah became the father of Shealtiel, and Shealtiel the father of 
Zerubbabel.  So, the lineage of Joseph provided the royal rights to the THRONE of DAVID, and 
Matthew's gospel theme of Jesus the King, fits well, but because of the Lord's command 
recorded by Jeremiah, none of the direct descendants of Jehoiakim would sit on the throne of 
David.

So the genealogy of Mary fulfils at least TWO CRITICAL prophetic elements:  1) the SEED OF 
WOMAN in Jesus - Genesis 3:15 and 2) the curse of Jehoiakim.  As Jesus was not a direct 
descendent of Joseph. God's Word is specific and complete.  Details like this matter and weave 
all the books of the Bible together carefully.  Chronicles, Kings, Jeremiah, Luke, Matthew and 
Genesis, and likely more books, all from the record of his birth and the line of the kings, and 
prophecies concerning Israel in the tribulation (Zechariah 12).

Jesus describes the end of the age in the "Olivet Discourse" in Luke 21.  Dr. Luke emphasizes 
the manhood of Jesus, people oriented narrative and develops characters.
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The following charts show the days of the Passover week as the relate to the Gospels and to 
the Torah.  The chart shows Western Time and Jewish days (Genesis 1:5) for the days.  The 
baseline starts with Nisan 10, a Sunday, being Palm Sunday, with Thursday the 14th being the 
Passover and following according to Leviticus 23.  Matthew 12:40 is essential to understand as 
well, 3 days and 3 nights, reversing the normal pattern of Genesis 1:5, evening and morning on 
day.

This first chart shows THURSDAY - the 14th of Nisan, the Passover, not a Sabbath, and shows 
that this would have been started on our Wednesday evening:
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This second chart shows FRIDAY - the 15th of Nisan, the Feast of Unleavened Bread:

According to Leviticus 23, FRIDAY the 15th of Nisan was a High Sabbath, and the reason 
Jesus was placed in the tomb before sundown on THURSDAY, Nisan 14.  This was also 
necessary for Jesus to fulfill Matthew 12:40 - 3 DAYS and 3 NIGHTS in the grave.  He rose 
before DAY on Sunday Nisan the 17th, the Feast of First Fruits (Leviticus 23).
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This third chart shows SATURDAY - the 16th of Nisan, the SABBATH according to the 
commandment (Exodus 20 and Leviticus 23), and SUNDAY, the 17th of Nisan - the Feast of 
First Fruits:

According to Leviticus 23, Saturday the 16th of Nisan would be a regular Sabbath, and the 
reason the Mary's were not able to attend to Jesus in the tomb until Sunday morning, after the 
Sabbath days.  This was also necessary for Jesus to fulfill Matthew 12:40 - 3 DAYS and 3 
NIGHTS in the grave.  He rose before dawn, or DAY,  on Sunday Nisan the 17th, the Feast of 
First Fruits (Leviticus 23).
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This diagram shows all of the 3 previous ones connected.

Author and date:  John, 85-90 AD
Key topics:  John - Jesus the Son of God.  John uses the word believe 98 times.  The book of 
John omits genealogies, the birth account, childhood of Jesus, the temptation of Jesus, the 
Transfiguration, the ascension and the great commission.
Chapters, Verses and words: 21 chapters; 879 verses; 19,099 words

Details for Study/Discussion:  Theological truths are tied to the Old Testament in John's 
gospel.  Most notable was Jesus' declaration in John 8:58, that directly ties Exodus 3:14, "I 
AM" to Jesus - the result was the leaders wanted to stone him for declaring Himself to be God!

In the book of John Jesus makes seven "I am" statements:  (these declarations are made at key 
times and often tied directly to appointed times or significant events, all pointing to His diety.)

1) I am the Bread of Life - John 6:35
2) I am the Light of the World - John 8:12
3) Before Abraham was, I AM - John 8:58 (cf to Exodus 3:14!)
4) I am the Good Shepherd - John 10:11
5) I am the Resurrection and the Life - John 11:25
6) I am the Way, the Truth, and the Life - John 14:6
7) I am the True Vine - John 15:1

1:1  In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the Word was God.
1:2  He was in the beginning with God.
1:3  All things came into being through Him, and apart from Him nothing came into being 
that has come into being.
1:4  In Him was life, and the life was the Light of men.
1:5  The Light shines in the darkness, and the darkness did not comprehend it.

Key topics:  Addressed to Theophilus. Acts records the transition of events among believers to 
the early church.  Acts 1:1-5  The first account I composed, Theophilus, about all that Jesus 
began to do and teach, 2 until the day when He was taken up to heaven, after He had by the Holy 
Spirit given orders to the apostles whom He had chosen. 3  To these He also presented Himself 
alive after His suffering, by many convincing proofs, appearing to them over a period of forty 
days and speaking of the things concerning the kingdom of God. 4  Gathering them together, He 
commanded them not to leave Jerusalem, but to wait for what the Father had promised, "Which," 
He said, "you heard of from Me; 5 for John baptized with water, but you will be baptized with 
the Holy Spirit not many days from now."
Chapters, Verses and words: 28 chapters; 1,007 verses; 24,250 words
Details for Study/Discussion: Key events:

Ascension of Jesus - Acts 1:9-11  And after He had said these things, He was lifted up while 
they were looking on, and a cloud received Him out of their sight. 10  And as they were gazing 
intently into the sky while He was going, behold, two men in white clothing stood beside them. 
11  They also said, "Men of Galilee, why do you stand looking into the sky? This Jesus, who 
has been taken up from you into heaven, will come in just the same way as you have 
watched Him go into heaven."  (note: this is likely a reference to the calling up, the rapture or 
departure, as the visible return of Jesus is described in the Revelation and other Old Testament 
prophecies differently.

- Rejecting Israel or claiming they aren't true Jews is 
sinful arrogance and subject to judgment.  The temporary blindness of Israel allowed us Gentiles 
to be grafted into the blessings of Abraham, Isaac, Jacob and David through Jesus Christ.  God 
will restore and rescue Israel.  The end times are all about ISRAEL and the return of their King, 
their Messiah, Jesus Christ, to rescue them, with the church following behind as the Bride of 
Christ.  Jesus will reign for 1,000 years with the children of Israel in their land, tabernacling with 
Jesus.



Romans 11:1-21  I say then, God has not rejected His people, has He?  May it never be!  For I 
too am an Israelite, a descendant of Abraham, of the tribe of Benjamin.  2 God has not rejected 
His people whom He foreknew.

Author and date:  Paul, 56 AD



Key topics:  Paul was addressing issues of sin at Corinth, that it was permitted in the 
fellowship, and that they were unable to assess spiritual things, still living in the flesh, living by 
their own wisdom, ignoring sin.  Paul admonishes them to remove the wicked man from their 
midst.

2 Corinthians 10:3  For though we walk in the flesh, we do not war according to the flesh,  (nasb)
2 Corinthians 10:3  For though we walk in the flesh, we do not war according to the flesh. (nkjv)
2 Corinthians 10:3  For though we walk in the flesh, we do not war after the flesh: (kjv)
2 Corinthians 10:3  Denn ob wir wohl im Fleisch wandeln, so streiten wir doch nicht fleischlicherweise.
(dhs - German - Fleisch is meat, or flesh.)

2 Corinthians 10:3  i ν σαρκm γi ρ περιπατοi ντες οi  κατi  σάρκα στρατευόμεθα  - (Greek)

The NIV incorrectly translates the word "flesh" (sarx) to "world", this alters the entire 
meaning of the passage, it implies that it's not our sinful flesh, but the "world".

Words translate, ideas do not.

It is best to use a literal, word-for-word, in context, translation.  Translating ideas is not 
accurate and can be very subjective, especially in cases where the passage might be difficult to 
understand.  It is better to study what the meaning of a word might be in context than be misled 
by a translator who might be following a tradition or a worldly viewpoint.  The NIV is the same 
translation used for the gender neutral versions as well.  There are better options available for 
those with limited reading skills or with English as a second language, and that would be the 
Living Bible by Ken Taylor, but the NASB and NKJV are not that difficult to read as compared 
to the long enduring KJV.

1 Thessalonians 5:8  But since we are of the day, let us be sober, having put on the breastplate 
of faith and love, and as a helmet, the hope of salvation.  9  For God has not destined us for 
wrath, but for obtaining salvation through our Lord Jesus Christ,

1 Thessalonians 5:14-24  We urge you, brethren, admonish the unruly, encourage the 
fainthearted, help the weak, be patient with everyone.  15  See that no one repays another with 
evil for evil, but always seek after that which is good for one another and for all people.  16 
Rejoice always;  17 pray without ceasing;  18 in everything give thanks; for this is God's will 
for you in Christ Jesus.

2 Thessalonians 2:2-12  that you not be quickly shaken from your composure or be disturbed 
either by a spirit or a message or a letter as if from us, to the effect that the day of the Lord has 
come.  3 Let no one in any way deceive you, for it will not come unless the apostasy * comes 
first, and the man of lawlessness is revealed, the son of destruction,  4 who opposes and 
exalts himself above every so-called god or object of worship, so that he takes his seat in the 
temple of God, displaying himself as being God.  5  Do you not remember that while I was still 
with you, I was telling you these things?  6  And you know what restrains him now, so that in 
his time he will be revealed.

15  Yet do not regard him as an enemy, but admonish him as a 
brother.  16  Now may the Lord of peace Himself continually grant you peace in every 
circumstance.

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CALCULATING THE 7 YEAR TRIBULATION

Daniel 9:24-27 > Seventy Shabuim ("Sevens") for ISRAEL (490 years)
490 years = 173,880 days. Using the Jewish Lunar calendar at 360 days/yr, and adjusting for leap 
years, the first 483 years (69 "7's") were fulfilled, precisely.

Decree of Artaxerxes (Daniel 9:25a) to rebuild Jerusalem: 7 "7's" = 49 years

Another 62 "7's" = 434 years, bringing us to 10 Nisan, which may have been April 2, or more 
likely the 6th, 32 AD ~ or near that date on the Gregorian calendar, the day Jesus rode into 
Jerusalem on a donkeys' colt (See Zechariah 9:9)  (Jewish date: NISAN 10 - 3792 - no matter we 
know it was Sunday, the day AFTER the Sabbath, and the day the Lamb was selected for the 
Passover on the 14th of Nisan.)

The Gregorian calendar is in error, an April 2 that is Sunday would be 30 AD, and others have 
calculated this to 33 AD.  WE KNOW ONE THING - PALM SUNDAY was a SUNDAY, 
because it was after the Sabbath, and it had to be the 10th of Nisan as that was the day the Jews 
selected the Passover Lamb.  That also lines up the High Sabbath the day before the Saturday 
Sabbath according to the command, allowing for an EXACT FULFILMENT OF Matthew 12:40.

Messiah is "cut-off" & God's Prophetic "Clock" Stopped.
Because this prophecy relates to Israel; when Israel rejected Messiah, the prophecy went on hold.

The first 483 of 490 years was fulfilled precisely;
that leaves "seven" ~ (7 years) left to fulfill the prophecy.

The seven letters to the churches provide warnings and encouragement to specific early 
churches, but some perceive a double fulfillment in that these letters to these churches also may 
represent the church throughout history.

Chapters 4 and 5 - John CALLED up to HEAVEN



John's vision of Heaven (4 - 5) - that the church is not mentioned after chapter 3, this calling up 
of John parallels the concepts associated with the rapture or departure of the church.  From this 
point on in the Revelation the church is not mentioned.  The next time we see the church is 
following Jesus as He returns to rescue Israel and establish His 1,000 year Kingdom on earth.

Chapters 6 -22 - the judgments, the return of Jesus, the 1,000 year reign and the new 
heaven and earth:

seven seals (6 - 7)
seven trumpets (8 - 11)
signs of the end (12 - 14)
seven vials (15 - 16)
judgment of Babylon (17 - 19)
triumph of Christ (19 - 22)
New Heaven & Earth (21)

Points to consider and discuss:

WHO are the two witnesses:  cf Hebrews 9:27 - Enoch and Elijah?  Or Moses and Elijah?  Or ??

Christians not subject to God’s Wrath - combined with no mention of the church after chapter 3 
suggests that the church is not in the tribulation, as it is the time of Jacob's troubles and the last 
week of Daniel's 70 weeks.
Revelation - last week of “years” (Daniel 9:24-27)
1,260 days - 3.5 years (specific details) - very specific, and based on the Jewish calendar.
Time of God’s wrath/ Jacob’s trouble (Jeremiah 30:7)
Restrainer removed (I Thessalonians 4 and 2 Thessalonians 2)
No mention of church after Rev 3:20
The church is either Martyred or raptured, but not present in the tribulation.
The tribulation focuses on Israel and the Jewish people, 12,000 from the 12 tribes - 144,000 
witnesses.
Zechariah 12 declares that Israel will realize the Messiah is Jesus.
Testimony of saints not the same as Stephen, et. al.

Revelation 20  The Thousand Year Reign

20:1 Then I saw an angel descending from heaven, holding in his hand the key to the abyss and a 
huge chain. 20:2 He seized the dragon - the ancient serpent, who is the devil and Satan - and tied 
him up for a thousand years. 20:3 The angel then threw him into the abyss and locked and sealed 
it so that he could not deceive the nations until the one thousand years were finished. (After these 
things he must be released for a brief period of time.)
20:4 Then I saw thrones and seated on them were those who had been given authority to judge.  I 
also saw the souls of those who had been beheaded because of the testimony about Jesus and 
because of the word of God. These had not worshiped the beast or his image and had refused to 
receive his mark on their forehead or hand. They came to life and reigned with Christ for a 
thousand years.  20:5 (The rest of the dead did not come to life until the thousand years were 
finished.)  This is the first resurrection. 20:6 Blessed and holy is the one who takes part in the 
first resurrection. The second death has no power over them, but they will be priests of God and 
of Christ, and they will reign with him for a thousand years.

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APPENDIX A: Hermeneutics and Study Tools

The art and science of interpretation is known as “hermeneutics”.  The “historical-
grammatical” approach to interpretation examines the writing in the historical and geographical 
context it was written, considering who wrote it and to whom, when it was written, what were 
the circumstances or reason for the writing, why did it need to be said or recorded, and how was 
it presented.  We must remain aware that we are handling God’s Word, and must do it correctly 
and wisely or we could make grave doctrinal errors that lead people away from the truth.

Incorrect hermeneutics have lead to anti-Semitism, which leads to genocide.  One can trace the 
error of Martin Luther's view of Israel to the German Holocaust.  Luther blamed the Jews for the 
death of Christ and believed that the church replaced Israel.  This error is even more pronounced 
now that Israel has returned to their land.

Paul's words in Romans 11 are quite clear, "Romans 11:1 I say then, God has not rejected His 
people, has He? May it never be!"  and in "Romans 11:25 For I do not want you, brethren, to be 
uninformed of this mystery--so that you will not be wise in your own estimation--that a partial 
hardening has happened to Israel until the fullness of the Gentiles has come in;".  God makes it 
clear, He has not replaced Israel with the Church.  He's used the Church to make Israel jealous, 
and to graft the Gentiles into the blessing of Abraham.  The text is clear throughout, Israel is 
Israel throughout the Old Testament, and Israel is again the focus of God's Word in the 
prophecies of Daniel and in the Revelation.

Understanding of God's plan for mankind is important.  If we do not believe God's Word is 
focused on Israel, and do not stand with Israel on God's Word we are subject to judgment.  God 
will turn the hearts of His people Israel back toward Him as promised in Ezekiel 35 to 40. 
Whether the Church remains during this time, is martyred, or raptured we can not be dogmatic, 
either way, it's about Israel and their Messiah, Jesus Christ in the end times.  The Bible is clear in 
its prophetic message that God's plans will be carried out through the nation of Israel.

The laws of language dictate how we interpret a passage, but one must still know the historical 
setting and times.  In addition to interpreting the translated Word, we must be careful of Bible 
translations, that they use word-for-word translation and not attempt to translate ideas.  The 
reason for this is that we do not always understand what the meaning of a passage is, at least not 
until God has revealed it.  If we make assumptions about what God's Word means, we are 
attempting to replace the Holy Spirit, who Jesus sent to guide us in all things.  (John 14:26  "But 
the Helper, the Holy Spirit, whom the Father will send in My name, He will teach you all things, 
and bring to your remembrance all that I said to you.).

We must understand the history, the culture, and the language of the people involved in the 
books of the Bible.  Reading the Bible should be no different than reading a novel or the 
newspaper.  It is based on the author’s intent and context of the message.
This study focuses ONLY on the Bible.  This study is intended to promote the careful study of 
the Word of God.  No commentaries, no study guides, no doctrinal statements, no side notes, no 
books about the Bible.  We've been told what it says for years, but let's read it for ourselves and 
see what it says.  Who said what when where why and how?

A Dictionary and a Strong's Concordance are recommended.  A solid and trustworthy literal 
word-for-word translation is recommended.  The New American Standard Bible, the New 
King James Version and the King James Version are the suggested translations to use.
If English is your second language, or your reading skills or time is limited, the use of the Living 
Bible Paraphrased is an acceptable way for you to enjoy this study.  Versions that attempt to 
translate the ideas of the original work often fail to do so because of the challenging nature of 
God's Word.  God intends for us to wrestle with His Word, to challenge us with it and make us 
think about it (Joshua 1:8). It is amazingly terse and packed with rich content (Proverbs 30:5, 6). 
Combine that, and our limited understanding of the author's time and culture and our only hope 
of learning the truth is with a literal, word-for-word translation using the best language tools 
and texts we have today.  Words translate, ideas do not.  As one reads the Bible they need to 
be aware of the time period it was written.  The five W's and a H are a great guide for accurate 
study.



READ the BIBLE verse by verse, chapter by chapter, book by book.

Ken (Hutch) Hutcherson (July 14, 1952 - December 18, 2013) founded Antioch Bible Church 
along with Mark Webster and Dwight Englund in Washington State in 1984.

Hutch's Study method was to read a book of the Bible 4x with 4 different translations before he 
began studying it.  No commentaries or books about the Bible, just the Bible.

Hutch read it 16 times BEFORE he studied it.   HE JUST READ THE BIBLE, and taught the 
Bible from the pulpit, verse by verse, chapter by chapter, book by book!  He taught through 
Genesis, Exodus, Judges, Daniel, Esther, Matthew, John, Romans, Hebrews, Revelation, Acts, 
and others in the nearly 30 years as pastor.  Hutch made God's Word real because it is.  He made 
it real because he went through it verse by verse and everyone could see WHO, WHAT, WHY, 
WHEN, WHERE and HOW by looking at the context, or checking what other parts of the 
Bible said.  Concentrate and connect! The Bible is its own best commentary.  The Word was 
opened and the Word taught us.  We can do the same thing, open our Bibles and read them.

Thankfully other pastors in other parts of the world follow the practice of going through Bible 
books verse by verse.  Chuck Smith of Calvary Chapel followed this method of teaching and it 
continues in that fellowship of churches.  God's Word is taught, not the traditions of men. 
Colossians 2:8  says, "See to it that no one takes you captive through philosophy and empty 
deception, according to the tradition of men, according to the elementary principles of the 
world, rather than according to Christ. "  Find a church that goes through the Bible verse by 
verse and doesn't quote contemporary authors or try to impose Church traditions onto God's 
Word.

Sola scriptura  (a Latin ablative, "by scripture alone"), was one of the bases for the reformation 
and the enlightenment of Europe.  Luther was to have said, "a simple layman armed with 
Scripture is greater than the mightiest pope without it". Theodore Roosevelt (1858-1919), the 
26th president, said, "A thorough knowledge of the Bible is worth more than a college 
education".  Jesus said in John 17:17 "Sanctify them in the truth; Your word is truth."
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WHO, WHAT, WHERE, WHEN, WHY and HOW

WHO
Who wrote the book?
Who was the book written to?
Who was mentioned in the book?
Who were the people in power?
Who were the people that were affected by the message?

WHAT
What was the main reason the book was written?
What was the topic?
What was the "theme"?
What was going on at that time?
What style of literature is it?  (there are different genres)

WHERE
Where was the book written?  (geographical location)
What was the location that the book focused on?
Where were the people living that it was written to?

WHEN
When was the book written?
When was the message intended: past, present or future?

WHY
Why was the book written?
Why did it need to be said?

HOW
How was it written?
How was it delivered?
How did we get it?
How was it preserved?
How did the book start?
How did the book end?
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It is important to understand that the New Testament details provided require an understanding 
of the Old Testament, without those details from the Old Testament the New Testament will 
make little sense.  The Bible is precise, concise and terse.  If the answer isn't given in the 
immediate passage it will be given elsewhere in the Bible.  The Bible is its own best 
commentary.  You can find the answers to questions raised in the Bible in the Bible.

For example, in Genesis 1:5, it says:  "God called the light day, and the darkness He called night. 
And there was evening and there was morning, one day."   Think about that for a minute.  The 
day starts at sunset according to the Bible.

This is why the Sabbath begins on Friday evening.  It also explains Matthew 12:40.  If you look 
at Matthew 12:40 the day and night are reversed from Genesis 1:5.  According to the Gospel 
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narratives Jesus was placed in the tomb before sunset on Thursday, during the day, and rose 
before sunrise on Sunday while it was still night.  You can map the details of the Passover week 
out using Leviticus 23 and Exodus.

The 3 days Jesus was in the grave are Thursday, Friday, and Saturday.  The 3 nights are Friday, 
Saturday, and Sunday.  Yes, Sunday night, is before Sunday morning according to Genesis 
1:5.  These details are confusing to our Western minds, but the Bible provides what is needed to 
determine that timing, it’s in Leviticus 23, Exodus and the Gospels.

There are many other details in the Gospel accounts concerning the timing of the Passover and 
Resurrection.  Key words and terms like "preparation day", Sabbath, day of convocation and 
Sabbath according to the Law are important when examining the details of a passage.

Leviticus 23:6, 7 speak of the feasts and appointed times, a careful study provides the details.
The Preparation day was for the Feast of Unleavened Bread, which followed Passover.  So 
Passover was also the "preparation day".  Preparation was removing leaven before the Feast of 
Unleavened Bread, which was a day of convocation, a High Sabbath, a day of no work.
When the writer of the Gospel refers also to the Sabbath according to the Commandment, they 
were referring to the 7th day, Saturday.

What is also interesting about the APPOINTED TIMES of Leviticus 23 is that there are seven, 
with four of them in the Spring, and three in the Fall.  Jesus fulfilled four of these on the 
appointed day by being the Passover Lamb, taking SINS away, being the FIRST fruit of the 
resurrection and initiating the church at Pentecost.  It is anticipated by some that the “departure” 
or the rapture of the church, if there is one, might take place on the first Fall feast, the feast of 
trumpets.  The sixth appointed time is the day of Atonement, and might be the fulfillment of 
Zechariah 12, where the children of Israel realize and turn to Jesus as their Messiah.  The seventh 
appointed time, the feast of booths or tabernacles, is likely fulfilled during the 1,000 year reign 
of Christ when he “tabernacles” with the redeemed in His Kingdom.  So far four appointed times 
matched significant events of the Lord’s work, it’s not unlikely the last three will follow suit. 
We will see.

An understanding of Genesis, Exodus and Leviticus is required to understand what was said in 
the Gospels. If one does not know what Leviticus 23 detailed, then the Gospel account will make 
no sense, and you'll try to follow the tradition of men and have Christ crucified on "good Friday" 
because you would understand Saturday to be the "Sabbath", when in fact there were two 
Sabbaths that year, and you will have a problem fitting in three days and three nights between 
Friday and Sunday.  Those that accept a Friday crucifixion come up with a variety of 
explanations to make three days and three nights of Jonah or Matthew 12:40 work, instead of 
just mapping things out from the Gospels in accordance with the Torah.  Palm Sunday was the 
10th of Nisan, the day the Israelites selected the lamb for the Passover.  The rest of the details 
can be filled in from Leviticus 23 and the Passover details in Exodus, showing with some effort, 
the Thursday crucifixion and burial.

When you read the Bible you must let it explain the details, and you will find the answer.  But if 
you read it, and try to fit in "your" answer, you will miss an amazing blessing and the truth.  You 
must let Scripture provide the answer.  So read the Bible and follow the details, take notes.  It is 
clear in the details.  Then examine those details and see if it follows the traditions you know or 
the doctrinal statement you adhere to.  For the most part it will, but there may be a few areas 
where the Word appears to differ.  Far too many churches have chosen to spiritualize, allegorize 
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or simply ignore parts of the Bible to make it fit their doctrines, history and traditions.  It's 
unlikely you will change their views.  If you are in a fellowship where the teachings don't match 
the Bible, prayerfully consider finding a good Bible-teaching church, but either way, continue 
reading the Bible, studying it, and trusting God's Word.  While the details matter, we also need to 
encourage and love one another and recognize what is critical to salvation and our faith.

On most topics and issues you'll find that what has been taught is correct, but let the Word 
confirm that, do not depend on the traditions of men.  Once you've found the answer, see if it is 
the same as what others have found.  If it is not, go back to the Word and see if you missed 
something, pray about it, and if the Word is clear, then question what others have said and see if 
they reference other verses that provide more detail, or if they were going only on what they 
understood from traditions or what others have said. The way a church handles Israel and 
prophecy is important as it impacts a number of other moral issues. If the leadership is willing to 
twist scripture to ignore the prophetic Word of God's chosen people Israel, then what else will 
they ignore, Paul's admonitions to the churches on leadership?  We need the entire counsel of 
God through the Word, not just the parts that fit tradition.  Churches that allegorize or spiritualize 
parts of the Old Testament or force those passages to relate to the church often have a number of 
problems and are often rather spiritually dry.  Those churches often accept the world's views on 
evolution, and even things like abortion and divorce.  Once you've chosen to ignore God's Word 
there's no limit to what you will ignore.  We have to trust the Bible, not the teachings and 
traditions of men, we have to study though and pray for wisdom.

It is hard to go against what is widely accepted, but if God's Word is clear, and it's different, you 
need to ask, do I truly understand this passage and have others made a mistake?  You must 
question your understanding in these comparisons, and then return to the Word for 
understanding.  It's God's Word that we should trust, not men. But make sure that your view fits 
into all of the Word; it should be supported elsewhere in the Bible, if not, be cautious, be wise 
and prayerful, and keep studying.  Stand on the Word, but make sure you understand the context 
and the issue it has recorded.

Remember Martin Luther's famous declaration at the Diet of Worms:  "Heir stehe ich, ich kann 
nicht ander, Gott hilfe mehr.  (Here I stand, I can do no other, God help me.) ".  He understood 
what the Bible said, that the "just shall live by faith", and stood against the entire world in his 
understanding of God's Word.  And as a result turned the lights on in Europe and opened 
Scripture up to all of us.

The Bible is full of details, glorious details presented in terse form expecting the reader to 
understand the Torah.  The entire Bible must be read and then one will have the answers.

Reading the Bible and not just listening to someone talk about the Bible once a week is how you 
will find the truth. Reading authors that talk about the Bible is not reading the Bible.

The purpose of this book is to provide a short systematic overview of scripture in a concise 
manner, highlighting details without preconceived ideas or based on what someone said.  A 
factual guide to reading the Bible in context looking at the main points in order to gather the 
WHO, WHAT, WHERE, WHEN, WHY and HOW of what was written.

A study of the Bible should focus on the reading and study of the Bible without commentaries, 
outlines, study guides, doctrinal statements, side notes, or books about the Bible.  This study will 
provide rough outlines of the books, but when you read the text, try to avoid the headings and 



outlines and notes in your Bible until you’ve read through the entire chapter first.  Those 
headings may not be the message of the text in context, especially when you see headings 
referring to the church in the Old Testament!  The church was never mentioned in the Old 
Testament.  There is an appendix in this book that covers the subject of interpretation.

Many of us have been told what the Bible says for years, but we need to read it for ourselves and 
see first hand what it says.  Who said what when where why and how, and in what setting?

A Dictionary and a Strong's Concordance are highly recommended. Look up the meaning of 
words, and then look up the word in the Concordance to see where else it was used in the Bible. 
Sometimes it helps to look where the word may have been mentioned the first time.  If the verse 
listed in the Concordance seems related to the passage you are reading, look at it in context and 
compare.  Make a note of it and continue to concentrate on the passage you’re in.  Connect with 
other passages after concentrating on the context used helps one see the continuity of God’s 
Word. Also take note of the underlying word used in each case, whether from the Hebrew, 
Aramaic or Greek.  English translations do not always capture the full meaning of the original 
word used.  That is also why it’s important to use a translation that translates words instead of 
ideas, trying to assume an understanding of what the word meant to the translator.  In other 
words, words translate, ideas do not.

A solid and trustworthy literal word-for-word translation is highly recommended.

The New American Standard Bible, the New King James Version and the King James 
Version are the recommended translations to use.  Reading through the Bible in different 
translations over time is also recommended.

Memory verses are a wonderful tool to build your faith and spiritual walk.  Select a passage, 
learn it well. When you say it or think it, cite the reference, recite the passage and then cite the 
passage again.  This method is very helpful in sharing and also in studying, as you will know 
where to find the memory verse in the Bible and can share it easily.  As you master a verse, add 
verses to it.  Some excellent passages to work on for your spiritual walk are Ephesians 5, 
Galatians 5 and I Thessalonians 5.  Pick a verse or few from each and work on memorizing 
them… Ephesians 5:15-20; Galatians 5:13-26 - perhaps start out with verses 22 and 23, and of 
course 1st Thessalonians 5:14-22, starting out with verses 16 to 18.

If English is your second language, or your reading skills or time is limited, the use of the Living 
Bible Paraphrased by Ken Taylor is an acceptable way for you to enjoy the study of God’s 
Word.

However, it is best to avoid versions that attempt to translate the ideas of the original work 
instead of providing a word for word translation.  Translating “ideas” often fail to do so because 
of the challenging nature of God's Word and our limited understanding. God intends for us to 
wrestle with His Word, to challenge us with it and make us think about it (Joshua 1:8; Proverbs 
30:5, 6; 2 Timothy 2:15).

God's Word is amazingly terse and packed with rich content (Proverbs 30:5, 6). Combine that, 
and our limited understanding of the author's time and culture and our only hope of learning the 
truth is with a literal, word-for-word translation using the best language tools and texts we 
have today.

Words translate, ideas do not.  We must understand that we are in a spiritual battle, our minds 
and hearts are part of the battleground.  When words are translated those doing the work rely on 



linguistic tools and resources that help define those words. While there is a chance that a 
translator might select a slightly different word, that’s where reading more than one WORD-for-
WORD translation will help your study, as it may add depth to the meaning of the passage.  But 
if one attempts to translate an idea or the understanding of what is written in another language, 
there is much opportunity for misunderstanding or even spiritual influence.  Scholars who 
translate ideas introduce both their bias and also their ignorance.  We can not make the 
assumption that today's ideas and norms existed when these passages were written.  Translations 
that translate "ideas" are not trustworthy as they are based on the translator's limited 
understanding and the current culture and lacks objectivity and trustworthiness.

The New International Version is a translation that should be avoided; there are incorrectly 
translated words from Greek to English in the NIV, see the example below.  The NIV has also 
been used as a "gender-neutral" version, which is absurd, as God made mankind male and female 
and states that repeatedly in the Bible.  While there may be parts of the NIV that were translated 
well, and may read smoothly, seeing obvious errors has discredited this work and makes it 
untrustworthy as a primary source of study.  In this spiritual battle we must remember what 
Ephesians 6:17 says to prepare for this battle, “And take THE HELMET OF SALVATION, and 
the sword of the Spirit, which is the word of God.”

In the example shown below, the NIV translators replaced the word “flesh” (σαρκm) - (sarx) for 
“world”, despite the word being very clear in the manuscripts and in most every translation and 
language, German provided as proof.  This would suggest a secular humanistic bias was 
introduced in this passage, and is evidenced elsewhere in the translation as it relates to moral 
issues, and texts related to Israel.  If we’re going to trust the Bible, we need to have a trustworthy 
translation, the NIV and others like it that take liberty with God’s Word are not suitable tools.
